American Flag

12-1/2 x 7-1/2"" unfinished

Fabrics:
Color 1 - Blue
¥ Cut 14-1/2" square
Color 2 - Red
< Cut 2 strips 8-3/4" x 1-1/2"
% Cut 2 strips 12-3/4" x 1-1/2"
Color 3 - White
%< Cut 2 strips 8-3/4" x 1-1/2"
< Cut 1 strip 12-3/4" x 1-1/2"

i Sew the two shorter red and white strips together, long sides together, alternating red and
white. Trim to 4-1/2" x 8-1/2"

2. Sew the blue square to left end of this unit making sure the red strip is on top.

Sew the longer red strips to each side of the longer white strip. Trim to 3-1/2" x 12-1/2".

4. Sew the two units together to make a flag!
